The online course declaration for Spring term 2011 starts on December 2. Students are obliged to participate in all stages of the online course declaration. You are allowed to choose courses only from the Master/ Graduate course offer.

II stage – choosing courses and workshop groups, elimination of conflicts

III stage - semester declaration corrections
 

I stage: 

Students are obliged to declare their course choices for Spring 2011 in the Virtual Dean’s Office.

This declaration is meant to collect information about students’ interest in the courses. On the basis of this declaration the Dean makes a decision about launching particular courses. A course will be launched provided that there is a required number of students declaring their interest in enrolling in the course (Senate Resolution no. 324, 30 September 2010 about course opening limits). 

Decisions made at this stage have an effect on the courses launched!  Please make reasonable and rational choices. During this stage, there is a possibility to check the number of other students who have declared their interest in the various courses. Classes are launched only if the minimum required number of students who declared their willingness to enrollment is met. 


After this stage the course schedule is published.

II stage: 

Students are obliged to choose their courses and workshop groups for Spring 2011 in the Virtual Dean’s Office.

It is important to eliminate any correcting any choices of lectures and workshops that may have led to a conflict with the published course schedule. I this stage student have to make the optimal course choices once again on the basis on timetable.  

Please bear in mind that the first stage of course declarations is just a preliminary course choice - the basis of your choices / students’ declared interest will decide which courses will be opened). Students enroll in courses during the II stage of declaration. 

III stage – semester declaration correction in accordance with the rules of studies
During the first two weeks of studies, students should verify their individual schedules.  After this time students have 4 days to make any changes in their online course declaration. 

ATTENTION! According to § 22 Regulation of studies at SGH this is the ONLY possibility to make changes in the individual online course declaration.


Deadlines for submitting declarations listed above cannot be missed!
