SCHEDULE AND RULES OF COURSE DECLARATIONS TO BE SUBMITTED BY STUDENTS OF MASTER DEGREE STUDIES:

Course declarations for subsequent semesters consist of three steps, each of which is compulsory (read more).
Step one: 

During this period, each student is obligated, through the Virtual Dean’s Office, to choose courses in which he wishes to participate in the next semester.

This declaration aims at collecting information on the number of students wishing to participate in individual lectures. On this basis, the Dean of Master Degree Studies makes a DECISION about launching individual courses. A condition to launch a course is effective declaration of participation in the classes made by a REQUIRED NUMBER OF STUDENTS (Resolution no. 324 of the Senate of the Warsaw School Economics of 30 September 2010 concerning course launching limits)
Decisions made in this step affect the launch of each lecture! Please make reasonable and rational choices and focus on individual lectures. Classes are launched only after reaching a minimum number of student’s entries.

After this step the Master Degree Dean’s Office draws up a list of courses to be launched and displays a schedule of classes on it’s website. 
Step two: 

During this period, each student is obligated, through the Virtual Dean’s Office, to choose courses and define the number of tutorial group for the next semester.
Remember to make choice in such a way as to avoid overlaps in your schedule of lectures and classes. At this stage a student should make choices once again. 

Please note that the first declaration is only an initial statement – marking student’s needs for classes to be launched. Students actually register for chosen courses during the second stage. 
Step three – statutory correction of student’s declarations: 

In the first two weeks of the semester, full-time students and part-time students in evening mode can verify their individual schedules. Immediately following that date, for four consecutive days student has the right to make changes in his online declaration – exclusively through the Virtual Dean’s Office. 
NOTE! In accordance with article 22 of the Rules and Regulations of Studies At Warsaw School Of Economics it is the ONLY method of verifying individual schedules.
