1) Information meeting in the Church Community Hall on ul. Miodowa 16 about employment in Poland – what are the rights and obligations of employers and employees (Sunday, 20 June at 12.20).

During the meeting, participants will learn about who can obtain a “Karta Pobytu”, what documents need to be submitted in the application, how to complete the application, and where to submit the application. After the meeting, consultants will answer individual questions. The meeting will be led in Polish language. The meeting will be run in Polish and Russian language.
2) Armenian stories during the family morning in the series “Stories and fables from near and far” (Sunday, 27 June at 11.00).
